SB 488 - Repeals sunset on provisions related to low carbon fuel standards

Dear Members of the Senate Environment and Natural Resources Committee:

GreenWood Resources submits this letter in support of SB 488 to repeal the sunset on the Clean
Fuels Program (low carbon fuel standards).

Biomass from trees can generate renewable energy sources and reduce reliance on fossil fuels.
