Analysis:

The bill directs the Secretary of State to conduct annual financial reviews of the Travel Information
Council (TIC). Because the Travel Information Council is funded in part with federal transportation fund
moneys, there is a significant amount of scrutiny required to insure the funds are being used within the
legal requirements of the federal government. The Secretary of state estimates the cost of these audits
based on performing a similar size review of a compliance program involving similar restricted-purpose
funds.
