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Measure Description: 
Directs Oregon Business Development Department to establish bid process and bid pool to promote 
national and international sporting events in state.

Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee 
on Transportation and Economic Development to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means. The bill has 
indeterminate General Fund appropriation and for purposes of a fiscal analysis that fund amount will 
need to be determined. The Business Development Department anticipates having a fiscal impact 
associated with this bill, the amount of this impact is still being determined.  A more complete fiscal 
analysis on the bill will be prepared as the measure is considered in the Joint Committee on Ways and 
Means.
