Local Government Mandate:
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section
15, Article Xl of the Oregon Constitution.

Analysis: This bill would require the Oregon Department of Education (ODE) the calculations used for
determining poverty levels in the State School Fund.

ODE anticipates having to reprogram the State School Fund system to reflect any changes to the
poverty calculation. In the absence of additional resources ODE anticipates having to delay work on
other projects such as the Longitudinal Data System and the Student Record Transfer Exchange.

School Districts do not have enough information to determine the net effect of the measure, since

changes to the poverty calculation are unknown at this time. Distributions to Education Service Districts
would likewise be affected based upon the changes to the poverty calculations.
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
