BACKGROUND: Article XI of the Oregon Constitution allows local governments to legislate on the same subject 

matter as the state so long as the legislation does not conflict with state law City of Portland, v. Jackson 315 Or.143 

(1993).  HB 2963 states that as it relates to the regulation of sidewalks local legislation is in conflict only if state law 

expressly conflicts with the local regulation. 
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
