WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Requires any entity developing energy resources in Oregon’s territorial sea to share 

any mapping information with Oregon State University’s territorial sea mapping project including geological and 

geophysical data. Allows Director of Department of State Lands to adopt rules or take action necessary to implement 

process. Declares emergency, effective on passage.
