BACKGROUND: Bedbugs are parasitic insects that feed on blood and are transported through clothing, luggage, or 

pets. Bedbugs multiply quickly and their bites cause irritation and may become infected. In 2007, bedbug infestations in 

New York City reached epidemic levels and have continued to spread throughout the country. 

 

House Bill 2131-A allows pesticide operators too voluntarily report sites where bedbug extermination has occurred to 

the public health authorities and the information be held confidential.  
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
