EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: ORS 1.002 currently allows the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court to set fees for the Oregon
Judicial Information Network (OJIN). New electronic applications under Oregon eCourt are replacing the OJIN system.
House Bill 2561 clarifies that the Chief Justice has the authority to set reasonable fees for the new electronic
applications.
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
