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Measure Description: 
Makes legislative findings regarding merits of state agency administration and enforcement of state 
building code for capital construction projects receiving state-supplied funding.

Local Government Mandate: 
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 
15, Article XI of the Oregon Constitution. 
 
Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee 
on Consumer Protection and Government Efficiency to the House Rules Committee.  The bill contains 
provisions that remain unresolved and amendments that may affect the fiscal impact are anticipated by 
the committee.
