BACKGROUND:  The expansion of affordable housing for low-income families is a priority nationwide. The United 

States Department of Housing and Urban Development reports that families who pay more than 30 percent of their 

income on housing are generally considered cost burdened. House Bill 3112 A exempts from property taxation, the 

property of political subdivisions used or intended to be used for affordable housing, or leased or rented to low-income 

persons. 
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
