Analysis: This bill defines commercial driving privileges, revises laws relating to suspension of
commercial driving privileges and creates a commercial learner driver permit program.

This project is anticipated in the ODOT budget. ODOT will hire two I1S7 positions on a limited duration
basis and the majority of the IT work will be performed by consultants hired by the agency.
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
