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Measure Description: Requires corporations that file an Oregon tax return that includes a

corporation that is a member of a unitary group and incorporated in certain countries, to include income

(or losses) from those countries in the Oregon tax return. Requires the Department of Revenue to

report to the Legislature every other year on potential changes to the list of relevant countries. Requires
any revenue raised from this policy to be deposited into the Mental Health Services Fund established
by ORS 430.197. Applies to tax years beginning on or after January 1, 2014.
