Requires coordinated care organization to provide oral health care through contracts with dental care 
organizations.

Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting this measure from the Senate Committee 
on Health Care and Human Services to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means.
