BACKGROUND: According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, in 2011, lung cancer was the second
leading cause of death in the United States. Proponents assert that increased education and awareness could increase
research funding and access to early detection screenings, which could improve outcomes for the thousands of
Oregonians afflicted with and at risk for lung cancer.
