Impact Explanation: By conforming to the federal laws, the benefits that would have been paid out 

to the Work Share program out of the Unemployment Insurance (UI) Trust Fund will be paid for by 
federal funds through August 15, 2016. The revenue impact shows interest earnings by these 
anticipated savings in the UI Trust Fund. According to the Oregon Employment Department, not 
conforming to federal law would result in financial sanctions against the OED administrative grants (up 
$109 million per biennium) and additional federal unemployment taxes to Oregon Employers up to $1.1 
billion per biennium).
