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Measure Description:

Requires that recommendations made by the Ocean Policy Advisory Council (OPAC) for amendments
to Oregon Ocean Resources Management Plan must include specified revisions of the Land
conservation and Development Commission (LCDC) the recommendations; Should the OPAC not make
the recommendations within the specified timeframe, the measure allows the LCDC to adopt the
Territorial Sea Plan including any revisions specified by the commission.

Analysis:
