Requires that, in election proposing annexation, votes from city and territory to be annexed be counted
separately to determine separate majorities if acreage to be annexed is 100 acres or more.

Cities, Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA)

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have
