Prohibits motor vehicle manufacturer, distributor or importer from coercing or requiring dealer to 
construct new dealer facility or materially alter or remodel existing dealer facility within 10 years after 
date on which dealer previously constructed, materially altered or remodeled existing dealer facility if 
existing dealer facility complies with manufacturer's, distributor's or importer's approved brand image 
standards or plans that existed at time dealer facility was constructed.
