Requires law enforcement agency to alter police vehicle so that it no longer resembles police vehicle
before selling or transferring title.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Oregon State Police (OSP), Cities, Counties

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have

MINIMAL EXPENDITURE IMPACT

on state or local government.
