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Measure Description:

Requires Oregon Health Insurance Exchange Corporation to consult with stakeholders regarding the
plans that may be offered through the exchange to districts and eligible employees of districts. Requires
Oregon Educators Benefit Board and the Oregon Health Insurance Exchange Corporation to adopt rules
to ensure that plans offered are underwritten by an insurer using a single risk pool composed of all
eligible employees who are enrolled or who will be enrolled in the plan both through the exchange and
by the board.
