Directs public universities and community colleges to charge nonresident veteran who is undergraduate
student tuition and fees no greater than resident rate if nonresident veteran was discharged under other
than dishonorable conditions and attended elementary or secondary school in any state or territory,
District of Columbia or Commonwealth of Puerto Rico within five years immediately prior to receiving
high school diploma or leaving school before receiving high school diploma, attended

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have
