Requires Oregon Health Authority to establish method for accounting for coordinated care organization's 
costs in providing innovative, nontraditional health services.  Requires authority and Department of 
Human Services to provide statement of costs when authority or department requires organization to 
assume responsibility for providing additional health services.  Specifies requirements for insurer or third 
party administrator’s reimbursement of ambulatory surgical center costs.
