Summary of Education Subcommittee Action 

 
HB 2729 appropriates $300,000 General Fund to Oregon Department of Education (ODE) to provide grants for the  United States Department of Agriculture’s 

(USDA) Afterschool Meal and Snack Program. It also appropriates $60,000 General Fund to ODE to administer the grant program. The grant program would 

be administered through a contractor, who would accept and review applications for grants and make awards.  Payments would be processed through the 

department’s electronic grant management system (EGMS). 

  

The Afterschool Snack Program operates similar to the National School Lunch Program. School districts and independent schools that choose to take part in 

the snack program receive cash subsidies from the USDA for each snack they serve. In return, they must serve snacks that meet Federal requirements, and they 

must offer free or reduced price snacks to eligible children.  The federal program reimburses sponsors a portion of the cost of afterschool snacks/meals for at-

risk programs.  The General Fund would supplement the reimbursement to sponsors, making it more cost effective to offer more of these programs.
