or delivery to:

[(2) Upon written permit of the State Department of Agriculture issued under ORS 632.241, unla-

beled onions may be transported:]

[(b) For distances of 50 miles or more to a livestock feeder for feeding purposes, or to a warehouse

or other facility for grading or storage.]
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
