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77th OREGON LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY--2013 Regular Session

House Bill 2386

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Prohibits school district from requiring student to wear, carry or use any item with radio fre-
quency identification device if device is used for purpose of locating or tracking student or taking
attendance.

Declares emergency, effective July 1, 2013.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to radio frequency identification devices; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) A school district may not require a student to wear, carry or use any
item with a radio frequency identification device if the device is used for the purpose of lo-
cating or tracking a student or taking attendance.

(2)(a) Nothing in this section prohibits a school district from using a radio frequency
identification device for the primary purpose of locating or tracking real property, including
electronic equipment and instructional materials.

(b) If a radio frequency identification device is used as allowed under paragraph (a) of
this subsection, notice of use of the device must be provided to the student when the student
takes possession of the real property.

SECTION 2. This 2013 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2013 Act takes effect
July 1, 2013.
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
