SUMMARY

measure as introduced.

Modifies annual salaries of justices of Supreme Court and judges of Court of Appeals, Oregon
Tax Court and circuit courts.
Declares emergency, effective July 1, 2013.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to salaries of judges; amending ORS 292.406, 292.411, 292.416 and 292.426; and declaring an

emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 292.406 is amended to read:

292.406. (1) The annual salary of the Chief Judge of the Court of Appeals shall be [$125,688]
$—_ for the year beginning July 1, [2009] 2018, and for each year thereafter.

(2) The annual salary of each other judge of the Court of Appeals shall be [$122,820] $—
for the year beginning July 1, [2009] 2013, and for each year thereafter.

SECTION 2. ORS 292.411 is amended to read:

292.411. (1) The annual salary of the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court shall be [$128,556]
$____ for the year beginning July 1, [2009] 2013, and for each year thereafter.

(2) The annual salary of each other [judge] justice of the Supreme Court shall be [$125,688]
$____ for the year beginning July 1, [2009] 2013, and for each year thereafter.

SECTION 3. ORS 292.416 is amended to read:

292.416. The annual salary of each judge of a circuit court shall be [$114,468] $—__ for the
year beginning July 1, [2009] 2013, and for each year thereafter.

SECTION 4. ORS 292.426 is amended to read:

292.426. The annual salary of the judge of the Oregon Tax Court shall be [$118,164] $—
for the year beginning July 1, [2009] 2013, and for each year thereafter.

SECTION 5. This 2013 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2013 Act takes effect
on July 1, 2013.
