A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to photo red light; creating new provisions; and repealing ORS 810.435.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. ORS 810.435 is repealed.
SECTION 2. The repeal of ORS 810.435 by section 1 of this 2013 Act applies to photo-
graphs taken on or after the effective date of this 2013 Act.
