SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires Legislative Fiscal Office, no later than date of first legislative committee work session
on measure to require specific health insurance coverage, to submit to committee report on social
and financial effects of proposed coverage and efficacy of treatment or service to be covered.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to report on effects of health insurance coverage requirement; amending ORS 171.875.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 171.875 is amended to read:

171.875. For every proposed legislative measure that mandates a health insurance coverage,
whether by requiring payment for certain providers or by requiring an offering of a health insurance
coverage by an insurer or health care service contractor as a component of individual or group
health insurance policies, [shall be accompanied by] the Legislative Fiscal Office shall prepare a
report that assesses both the social and financial effects of the coverage in the manner provided in
ORS 171.880, including the efficacy of the treatment or service proposed. [The report may be pre-
pared either by the chief sponsor or by any other proponent of the proposed measure.] The report shall
be submitted [with the proposed measure when the proposed measure is submitted for filing, and shall
be in writing and be a public record] to the legislative committee to which the measure has been
assigned and must be made available to the public no later than the date of the first work

session on the measure.
