On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “warrants;” insert “creating new provisions;”.

Delete lines 27 through 31 and insert:

“(5) Instead of the written affidavit described in subsection (4) of this section, the judge may

take an oral statement under oath. The oral statement shall be recorded and a copy of the recording

submitted to the judge who took the oral statement. In such cases, the judge shall certify that the

recording of the sworn oral statement is a true recording of the oral statement under oath and shall

retain the recording as part of the record of proceedings for the issuance of the warrant. The re-

cording shall constitute an affidavit for the purposes of this section. The applicant shall retain a

copy of the recording and shall provide a copy of the recording to the district attorney if the district

attorney is not the applicant.”.
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
