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77th OREGON LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY--2013 Regular Session

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Allows school districts from all education service districts to withdraw from education service
district.
Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to education service districts; amending ORS 334.015; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 334.015 is amended to read:

334.015. (1) Notwithstanding ORS 334.010 and 334.013, one or more component school districts
of an education service district may withdraw from the education service district [if the component
school district is located in:]

[(@) A region described in ORS 334.013 (1)(a), (b), (c) or (p); orl

[(b) Baker Countyl.

(2) A school district board may choose to withdraw a school district from an education service
district [as provided in subsection (1) of this section] by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the
members of the school district board.

(3)(@) A school district board that chooses to withdraw a school district from the education
service district must submit a notice of intent to withdraw to the board of directors of the education
service district no later than November 1 of the year prior to the year in which the school district
plans to withdraw from the education service district.

(b) A school district board that submitted a notice of intent to withdraw as provided by para-
graph (a) of this subsection must submit a notice of withdrawal to the board of directors of the ed-
ucation service district no later than March 1 of the year in which the school district plans to
withdraw from the education service district.

(c) Within 60 days of receiving the notice of withdrawal under paragraph (b) of this subsection,
the board of directors of the education service district shall issue an order that recognizes the
withdrawal of the school district from the education service district.

(4) The withdrawal of a school district from an education service district becomes effective on
July 1 after the board of directors of the education service district issues the order described in
subsection (3) of this section.

SECTION 2. This 2013 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2013 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
