line and insert “creating new provisions; amending ORS 742.447, 806.011 and

806.012; and declaring an”.

After line 22, insert:

“SECTION 3. ORS 806.012 is amended to read:

“806.012. (1) A person commits the offense of failure to carry proof of

compliance with financial responsibility requirements if the person operates

a motor vehicle in this state and does not have in the vehicle current proof

of compliance with financial responsibility requirements.

“(2) The Department of Transportation shall determine by rule what

constitutes proof of compliance with financial responsibility requirements.

“(3) This section does not apply:

“(a) To persons operating motor vehicles that are exempt from financial

responsibility requirements by ORS 806.020; or

“(b) If a police officer verifies proof of compliance with financial

responsibility requirements through the Law Enforcement Data Sys-

tem.

“(4) The court shall dismiss any charge under this section if, prior to the

court appearance date listed on the citation, the person charged delivers to

the clerk of the court named on the citation proof of compliance with fi-

nancial responsibility requirements at the time of the violation.

“(5) The offense described in this section, failure to carry proof of com-
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pliance with financial responsibility requirements, is a Class B traffic vio-

lation.

“SECTION 4. The amendments to ORS 806.012 by section 3 of this

2013 Act apply to violations committed on or after the effective date

of this 2013 Act.”.
