CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-9-2015 AGENDA: Requires Clackamas County to develop pilot program for 
forestry products grown on nonforest land in county to be commercially produced and marketed through forestry 
product cooperative. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-9-2015 AGENDA: Authorizes counties to establish programs for forestry 
products grown on nonforest lands in counties to be commercially produced and marketed through forestry 
product cooperatives. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-9-2015 AGENDA: Repeals statutes requiring industrial hemp growers and 
handlers to be licensed by State Department of Agriculture. 

Extends sunset from January 2, 2019, to July 1, 2019, for law imposing general prohibition on growing of canola 
in Willamette Valley Protected District. 

Increases frequency of days for which State Fish and Wildlife Commission may authorize persons to angle for fish
or take shellfish without licenses or tags. 

Provides exception to offense of carrying a dog on the external part of a vehicle for persons operating farm 
vehicle. 

Requires applicant for license, tag or permit to angle, take, hunt or trap to attest that applicant consents to 
inspection of license, tag or permit and taken wildlife. 

Increases damages for unlawful taking or killing of wildlife. 
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Note change: HB 2984, HB 2985, and HB 2668 have been carried over.  HB 3435 has been removed.
