Establishes Task Force on State Department of Fish and Wildlife Funding. 

Requires State Department of Fish and Wildlife to study developing predator management plan for State of 
Oregon and to report to interim committees of Legislative Assembly on or before September 15, 2016. 

Increases limit on annual registration fees and inspection fees for fertilizer, agricultural amendment, agricultural 
mineral and lime products. 

Establishes Wildlife Public Education Advisory Council to advise State Fish and Wildlife Director on public 
education about wildlife. 

Designates fourth week in April each year as Oregon Oyster Week. 

Requires person growing Arundo donax L. for commercial purposes to file bond with Invasive Species Council. 

Prohibits application of pesticide by aircraft except under terms and conditions of pest emergency declaration 
issued by State Department of Agriculture or State Forestry Department. 

Requires governing board of Pesticide Analytical and Response Center to adopt rules establishing standardized 
operating procedures for state agencies represented on governing board to receive and investigate complaints 
regarding use of pesticides. 

Appropriates moneys to State Department of Agriculture for biennium beginning July 1, 2015, to administer 
performance of Pesticide Analytical and Response Center duties.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-14-2015 AGENDA: Requires Clackamas County to develop pilot program for 
forestry products grown on nonforest land in county to be commercially produced and marketed through forestry 
product cooperative. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-14-2015 AGENDA: Authorizes counties to establish programs for forestry 
products grown on nonforest lands in counties to be commercially produced and marketed through forestry 
product cooperatives. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-14-2015 AGENDA: Requires that annual timber harvest on state forestlands in 
each subject forest district equal, at minimum, specified percentage of annual amount of harvestable timber 
expected to be grown on state forestlands in district.
