CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Provides that county is exempt from applicability 
of statute banning use of dogs to hunt or pursue cougars if voters approve county measure proposed by initiative 
petition or referred to people by governing body of county. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Directs State Department of Agriculture and State 
Forestry Department to jointly study and report on need for authority to create predator control districts for 
purpose of controlling harm to resource uses from predator depredation. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Repeals sunset of tax credit for compensation for 
loss of livestock due to wolf depredation. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Prohibits State Fish and Wildlife Commission 
from including gray wolf on list of threatened or endangered species. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Establishes Wildlife Public Education Advisory 
Council to advise State Fish and Wildlife Director on public education about wildlife. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Prohibits application of pesticide by aircraft 
except under terms and conditions of pest emergency declaration issued by State Department of Agriculture or 
State Forestry Department. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 5:00 PM AGENDA: Requires governing board of Pesticide Analytical 
and Response Center to adopt rules establishing standardized operating procedures for state agencies represented 
on governing board to receive and investigate complaints regarding use of pesticides.
