Excludes certain police officers from meaning of supervisory employee for purposes of public employment. 

Expands definition of "lender" for purposes of Beginning and Expanding Farmer Loan Program to include person 
selling agricultural land to beginning farmers pursuant to owner-financed agreement or sales contract, institution 
organized and existing under Farm Credit Act of 1971 and other persons or entities as defined by rule adopted by 
Oregon Business Development Department. 

Allows injured worker one year from date health benefit plan rejects claim for benefits to file workers' 
compensation claim. 

Requires all employers to implement paid sick time for employees. 

Makes practice of paying employees of opposite sex who hold equivalent jobs at different wage rates unlawful 
employment practice. 

Requires reduction of benefits payable to unemployment insurance claimant who receives award of back pay for 
time period during which benefits were received. 
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
