Changes definition of public works for purpose of applying prevailing rate of wage to include project that uses 
$750,000 or more of funds of public agency for constructing, reconstructing, painting or performing major 
renovation on road, highway, building, structure or improvement of any type. 

Extends sunset date for Oregon Broadband Advisory Council. 

Removes requirement that credit union apply and pay fee to Director of Department of Consumer and Business 
Services in order to open additional places of business. 

Requires person employing, contracting with or leasing services of construction flagger to obtain construction 
flagging contractor license. 

Provides that corporation sole may not be formed or incorporated in this state on or after effective date of Act. 

Authorizes Commissioner of Bureau of Labor and Industries to issue warrants for collection of certain debts owed 
to bureau. 

Directs Oregon Department of Administrative Services to establish training program and specifies elements that 
program must include. 

Revises definition of "local government" for purpose of public employee benefit plans.
