CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/17/2015 AGENDA: Establishes Task Force on Accountability in Public 
Contracting with nine members appointed by President of Senate, Speaker of House of Representatives, Director 
of Oregon Department of Administrative Services, Director of Transportation, Attorney General, Secretary of 
State and Legislative Fiscal Officer. 

Provides that unused gift cards become abandoned property. 

Prohibits public utility from terminating electric or natural gas service to certain residential customers under 
certain circumstances. 

Establishes conditions under which person may sell guaranteed asset protection waiver in connection with sale or 
lease of motor vehicle.
