Provides that notice of insurance policy's lapse is not effective unless insurer sends written notice to policy owner 
at least 25 days before date of lapse and includes explanation of reasons for lapse. 

Provides that unused gift cards become abandoned property. 

Prohibits utility or service provider that bills residential tenant directly for utility or service to dwelling unit from 
billing amounts not paid by former tenant to landlord or to subsequent tenant in dwelling unit. 

Requires State Department of Fish and Wildlife to recoup costs incurred in providing services to executive 
department agencies. 

Requires contracting agencies to provide to Oregon Department of Administrative Services, and department to 
post on Oregon transparency website, certain information about public contracts. 

Requires contracting agency before conducting procurement to conduct study concerning how procurement will 
affect local area in which work in connection with procurement will occur and to post results of study to 
contracting agency's website and to Oregon transparency website. 

Requires caller that uses automatic dialing and announcing device in prerecorded or synthesized voice message 
that device plays to subscriber to accurately and truthfully identify caller and to provide telephone number or other
contact information that subscriber may use to notify caller that subscriber does not want to receive calls from 
caller.
