CARRIED OVER FORM THE 3/26/2015 AGENDA: Provides that material misrepresentations in commercial
communications about mortgage credit products constitutes unlawful trade practice.

HB 3031
CARRIED OVER FORM THE 3/26/2015 AGENDA: Requires caller that uses automatic dialing and announcing
device in prerecorded or synthesized voice message that device plays to subscriber to accurately and truthfully
identify caller and to provide telephone number or other contact information that subscriber may use to notify
caller that subscriber does not want to receive calls from caller.
