Transfers duties, functions, powers and responsibilities related to information technology, information resources, 
information systems, geographic information systems, geographic data, telecommunications and related services 
from Oregon Department of Administrative Services to State Chief Information Officer. 

Directs public contracting agency to suspend right of certified disadvantaged minority, women or emerging small 
business enterprise to bid on or participate in public contract if certified disadvantaged minority, women or 
emerging small business enterprise exhibits pattern of failing to perform commercially useful function in public 
contract. 

Establishes Task Force on Accountability in Public Contracting with nine members appointed by President of 
Senate, Speaker of House of Representatives, Director of Oregon Department of Administrative Services, Director
of Transportation, Attorney General, Secretary of State and Legislative Fiscal Officer. 

Establishes Task Force on Citizen Review of Public Works Projects. 

Specifies that crematorium may not be certified by State Mortuary and Cemetery Board if board determines that 
proposed crematorium presents danger to public health and safety of children of this state. 
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
