CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/9/2015 AGENDA: Establishes Task Force on Family-Friendly Public 
Contracting and prescribes membership for task force. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/9/2015 AGENDA: Modifies time within which state agency that adopts rule 
must submit copy of adopted rule to Legislative Counsel for review. 

Expands membership of Oregon Government Ethics Commission from seven members to nine members on July 1,
2016. 

Modifies law requiring state agencies to attain 11 to 1 ratio of non-supervisory employees to supervisory 
employees. 

Modifies pleading requirements for claims against design professionals. 

Provides that contractor may award subcontract only to responsible subcontractor.
