Changes name of Teacher Standards and Practices Commission to Professional Educator Standards Board. 

Removes outdated provisions and updates terminology related to teachers. 

Provides that Superintendent of Public Instruction and State Board of Education may not make or authorize certain
calculations related to aggregate days membership and weighted average daily membership except as specified by 
statute.
