HB    3039 

Establishes minimum education requirements for high school teachers of dual credit courses. 

Allows Teacher Standards and Practices Commission to use moneys in National Board Certification Fund to assist 
candidates with expenses related to attaining certification through National Board for Professional Teaching 
Standards. 

Prohibits school district from allowing certain promotional activities for food or beverage items that do not meet 
minimum nutritional standards. 

Directs school district director for special education to evaluate child to determine if child has disability and if 
truancy or unexcused absence is manifestation of disability, if requested by parent or child has not been evaluated 
within previous 12 months. 

Allows district school board to enter into partnership for purpose of acquiring, leasing or improving real property 
for educational purposes. 
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
