Requires State Department of Energy to conduct study of State of Oregon's return on investment, for period 
beginning July 1, 2007, and ending June 30, 2014, in programs adopted by state to support clean energy 
generation, renewable energy generation and energy efficiency. 

Changes allowed cumulative nameplate capacity of qualifying solar photovoltaic energy systems enrolled in 
certain pilot programs established by Public Utility Commission. 

Establishes qualifications for community solar gardens and organizations of persons that have interest in electricity
generated by community solar gardens. 

Requires landlord of rental property with well that supplies ground water for domestic purposes to test well for 
contaminants at specified times. 

Requires Department of Environmental Quality to conduct study of State of Oregon's return on investments, for 
period beginning July 1, 2005, and ending June 30, 2014, in programs adopted by state to reduce carbon 
emissions. 

Directs Environmental Quality Commission to adopt rules applying certain oil spill prevention and emergency 
response planning requirements to railroads that own or operate high hazard train routes in this state. 

Imposes 10-year moratorium on use of hydraulic fracturing for oil and gas exploration and production. 

Phases in prohibition on manufacture and sale of personal care products and over-the-counter drugs that contain 
synthetic plastic microbeads. 
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Note change: HB 2193 and HB 3470 have been carried over.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 AGENDA: Directs electric companies, if authorized by Public Utility 
Commission, to procure one or more energy storage systems that have capacity to store specified amount of 
electricity. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2015 AGENDA: Requires Environmental Quality Commission to adopt by 
rule statewide greenhouse gas emissions limits for years 2020 and 2050 and to adopt interim statewide greenhouse 
gas emissions limits consistent with 2050 limit every five years.
 

Authorizes Public Utility Commission to include in electric company's rates cost of electricity, including above-
market cost of electricity, if electricity is generated under certain conditions.
