SB    249 A

Requires proprietary authorization from Department of State Lands to construct or operate ocean renewable 
energy facility in Oregon's territorial sea. 

Modifies applicability of minimum energy efficiency standards to certain products. 

Directs Public Utility Commission to form work group to study methods by which public utility that furnishes 
natural gas may expand service to areas that do not have access to natural gas. 

Allows payments for off-site compensatory mitigation credits to be made to Oregon Removal-Fill Mitigation Fund 
if credits from mitigation bank were not available at time Department of State Lands began developing off-site 
compensatory mitigation project in region and department has yet to recoup costs of project.
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
