HB    2825 **

Requires treating physician to document in clinical record any seclusion of person alleged to have mental illness 
who is confined in hospital or nonhospital facility. 

Provides that if person has both valid health care instruction, or valid power of attorney for health care, and 
declaration for mental health treatment, that inconsistencies in documents are governed by declaration for mental 
health treatment. 

Requires Department of Human Services to establish by rule responsibilities of case manager who receives notice 
of life-sustaining procedures for principal for purposes related to withholding or withdrawing those life-sustaining 
procedures. 

Directs court, Psychiatric Security Review Board and Oregon Health Authority to consider recovery and 
community reintegration, in addition to protection of society, in decisions concerning persons found guilty except 
for insanity and certain young persons with mental illness. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to seek out and apply for funding for, and appropriates moneys from General 
Fund to pay for, crisis intervention services and residential care for individuals with mental illness. 
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
