Removes requirement for Oregon Health Authority to prescribe rules regarding health practitioner referrals. 

Prohibits insurers from reducing reimbursement paid to health care providers by more than five percent for more 
than two consecutive years, and prohibits further reductions without approval of Department of Consumer and 
Business Services. 

Requires insurer or third party administrator to reimburse health care provider for fees charged to provider by 
credit card company that processes payments. 

Expands definition of "hospital facility" to include behavioral treatment facilities and family safety facilities in 
regard to local public authorities created to finance hospital facilities. 

For the purpose of referring to the House Committee on Energy and Environment.
Requires Environmental Quality Commission to adopt by rule standards and programs for on-road and nonroad 
diesel engines no later than January 1, 2020. 

For the purpose of making an announcement.
Directs Oregon Board of Dentistry, Oregon Medical Board and Oregon State Board of Nursing to adopt rules 
regulating use of in-office sedation services.
