Requires Oregon Health Authority to administer program to provide loans to hospitals for establishing new 
primary care residency programs. 

Prohibits certain restrictions on medical assistance coverage of dentures, partial dentures and tooth extractions. 

Creates Rural Medicaid Access and Development Act to provide financial support to rural hospitals and health 
care providers and to establish primary care residency programs. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to develop and implement pilot program through which authority and Department
of Education provide services related to oral health education, use of fluoride varnish and daily brushing and 
flossing for children. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority, in consultation with Traditional Health Workers Commission and Oregon Board 
of Dentistry, to certify certain health workers to provide early childhood basic preventive dental services. 

Permits medical assistance recipients and coordinated care organizations to use Oregon Prescription Drug 
Program. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to submit blueprint for basic health plan to Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services by December 31, 2015. 

Requires public school students seven years of age or younger who are beginning educational program to have 
dental screening. 

Establishes Task Force on Mobile Medical Clinics.
