Requires Oregon Department of Administrative Services to contract with private entity to evaluate progress of 
coordinated care organizations in achieving goals of Legislative Assembly. 

Establishes task force to investigate barriers to health insurance coverage. 

Establishes task force to study financing and delivery of health care in this state and make recommendations 
regarding legislative changes to ensure that residents of this state have access to high-quality health care. 

Makes various changes to statutes related to treatment of individuals who are found by court to have mental illness
and to be in need of treatment. 

Prohibits specified terms imposed on vision care provider by vision care insurance or vision care discount card.
