HB    2645 A

Allows personal income taxpayers to subtract certain amounts paid as interest on qualified education loans from 
taxable income, subject to same income limitations applicable to federal education loan interest deduction. 

Directs Department of Corrections to enter into interagency agreement with community college and public 
university for purpose of establishing program that provides post-secondary education to inmates. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/16/15 AGENDA: Allows in-state tuition in certain circumstances for individuals 
who resided in Oregon but relocated due to position in military, government or humanitarian aid organization. 

Requires community colleges and public universities to establish priority enrollment system for qualified students 
who are active members of Armed Forces of the United States or qualified veterans. 
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
